CLEAN SEDIMENT AND LEAVES OUT OF WATER BARS TO AID DRAINAGE.  CLEAR OUT UPHILL SIDE OF BAR.

BRIDGES AND BOARDWALKS-CHECK FOR SAFETY AND ROT.  REPORT ANY FINDINGS.

SIGNS – CHECK CONDITIONS, WHETHER MISSING, AND NEEDS FOR ADDITIONAL SIGNS TO CLARIFY DIRECTION AND APPROPIATE USE.

WATER AND WET AREAS – ASSESS NEED FOR BRIDGES, STEPPING STONES, BOARDWALK, ETC.  REPORT ANY FINDINGS.
